ë Relevant data presented (preferably in tabular format); if data are sparse or
questionable, reasons are presented as to why data do not answer questions

ë Each environmental media discussed

ë Correct use of comparison values (preferably presented in tabular format)

ë Proactive in nature (includes past, current and future actions such as community

meetings and health education that are conducted by state health departments,
state environmental agencies, USEPA, or ATSDR)

ë Indicate appropriate agency for implementation--include time frames
